Our firm primarily offers portfolio management investment advisory services to retail clients and financial 
planning. Your investment adviser representative periodically reviews the general holdings of his/her 
client accounts. Each investment adviser representative also meets with clients on an annual basis to 
review their financial situations. Our firm has discretionary management without any material limitations.  

We do not limit the types of investments that we recommend, although you may propose restrictions in 
writing, which we will attempt to honor. Our firm does not have a minimum account size. Please also see 
our Form ADV Part 2A (“Brochure”), specifically Items 4 & 7. We actively and continuously monitor your 
account.

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Fees, Costs, Conflicts, and Standard of Conduct 

What fees will I pay? 

Fees and costs affect the value of your account over time and vary depending on certain factors and are 
negotiable. Please ask our representative to give you personalized information on the fees and costs you 
will pay. Our asset-based fees for investment management range based on your assets under 
management but are not to exceed 2% annually. Our incentive is to increase the value of your account 
over time, which will increase our fees over time.

The broker-dealer (“custodian”) that holds your assets can charge you a transaction fee when we buy or 
sell an investment for you. These transaction fees are in addition to our advisory fee. You could also pay 
fees charged by the custodian for certain investments and maintaining your account. Some investments, 
such as mutual funds and exchange traded funds charge additional fees that will reduce the value of your 
investments over time.

You will pay fees and costs whether you make or lose money on your investments. Fees and costs will 
reduce any amount of money you make on your investments over time. Please make sure you understand 
what fees and costs you are paying.

When we act as your investment adviser, we have to act in your best interest and not put our interests 
ahead of yours. At the same time, the way we make money creates some conflicts with your interests. You 
should understand and ask us about these conflicts because they can affect the investment advice we 
provide you. Here is an example to help you understand what this means.  

Some of our financial professionals are licensed as insurance agents. In addition to our services, your 
financial professional will offer you insurance products in their separate capacity as an insurance agent. 
The fees charged for the implementation of insurance products are separate from our advisory fees, 
where your financial professional will earn commission-based compensation for the implementation of 
an insurance product. Therefore, there is a financial incentive to recommend that you implement 
insurance through our financial professionals.
